Already gaining significant acclaim nationally and 

overseas, The Burning Season is narrated by Hugh 

Jackman, won Best Documentary at the Inside Film 

(IF) Awards, won the Audience Choice Awards at 

the Brisbane International Film Festival, and was 

part of the Official Selection in competition at 

Robert De Niro’s Tribeca Film Festival in New York.
