Cathy 

was invited to Arnold SchwarzeneggerΩǎ 

Global Climate Summit, and Schwarzenegger 

is also part of the final film.  

The Burning Season has been invited to 

compete in the prestigious World 

Documentary Feature Competition at the 

2009 Tribeca Film Festival, co-founded by 

Robert De Niro in New York. It will be the only 

Australian documentary to screen in the 

competition this year. Cathy previously won 

this coveted award in 2004 for her personal 

story The Man Who Stole My aƻǘƘŜǊΩǎ CŀŎŜ.

Although an early 50 minute test version of 

The Burning Season had limited release last 

year, a full and updated 90 minute cinema 

version will be launched in June. The final 

sound mixing for the documentary was 

undertaken in Tasmania, and BookEnd 

partnered Screen Tasmania to present a 

special working preview for Tasmanian film-

makers in April, prior to the official launch. 

The April event provided local professionals 

with the opportunity to talk with one of
